USCG medevacs 1 near 

Manasquan, N.J., 01/28/09 

MANASQUAN, N.J. - The Coast 

Guard medevaced a 53-year-old 

male Tuesday from aboard a 65-foot 

fishing boat five miles off the coast 

of Manasquan, N.J. The Coast 

Guard received a call from a crew member aboard the Lydia J 

reporting a crewman injured both his legs and needed medical 

assistance. A NJ State Police rescue boat crew arrived on scene and 

performed CPR. A rescue boat crew from USCG Station 

Manasquan Inlet, N.J., arrived on scene and transferred the patient 

from the NJSP boat to their boat. The patient was transferred to 

awaiting emergency medical personnel where he was taken to 

Brick Memorial Hospital in Brick, N.J. 

 
 

USCG Station Port Canaveral rescues 

injured fisherman, 02-02-09 
JACKSONVILLE, Fla. - A Coast Guard 47-

foot rescue boat crew from Station Port 
Canaveral, Fla., rescued an injured fisherman 
from the 90-foot shrimp boat Lady Catherine 
approximately nine-miles off the Coast of Port 
Canaveral recently. The USCG was notified by 
crew members aboard the Lady Catherine that 
the 52 year old had suffered a compound fracture to his arm. 
Station Port Canaveral crew members arrived on scene and 
transported the patient ashore to medical personnel at 
Sunrise Marina in Port Canaveral. The Lady Catherine is 
home ported  in Fairhope, Ala. 
 

 

USCG rescues man out of swamp near Houma, 02-04-09 

NEW ORLEANS, LA -- The USCG rescued a man out of a 

swamp approximately 2 miles north of 
Houma, La. recently after the man 
was earlier reported missing. A 
watchstander at Coast Guard Sector 
New Orleans received a call for 

assistance from the Terrebonne Parish Sheriff's 
Department, stating that a man was reported missing in a 
swamp and had not returned last night. Coast Guard Air 
Station New Orleans launched an HH-65C Dolphin rescue 
helicopter and crew to initiate a search.  The crew spotted the 
man near the shore and hoisted him into the helicopter and 
crewmembers began treating the man for hypothermia. He 

was transported safely to Terrebonne General Hospital. 

Goose hunter dies in boating accident, 02-03-09 
SULLIVAN, Ill -- A Hammond goose hunter died in a 

boating accident on Turtle Creek Reservoir recently 

during windy, sub-zero weather conditions. The 42 year 

old was in a boat that overturned about 200 yards north 

of the boat ramp. A second passenger in the boat, a 47 

year old male, was found alive in the water.  He was 

rescued and taken to Sullivan County Community 

Hospital to be treated for mild hypothermia. They left 

the boat ramp en route to an 

area on the lake to hunt geese. 

Several other parties of goose 

hunters were waiting for daylight, 

and conditions to improve. One 

party had previously launched 

their boat and set out on the 

lake, in the near zero 

temperature, but returned due to 

large waves created by the high 

winds that morning. The victims launched their boat in 

the darkness and headed out onto the lake. Shortly 

after they set out, other hunters at the check station 

heard the men yelling for help over the high winds. 

Rescuers found the survivor holding onto the motor of 

the capsized boat. The deceased was floating face 

down in the water near the overturned boat." "Neither 

of the men were found wearing a life jacket," a 

spokesman said. 

 

 
Australia Day Holiday Fatality, 01-26-09 

New South Wales, Aus.-A 13-year-old girl died after being 

impaled on part of a tree in the Murray River recently. The girl was 

riding on an inflatable tube towed by a jet ski on the Murray at 

Moama, on the NSW-Victoria border, when the accident occurred 

late in the day at twilight. Her friend, 14, suffered suspected 

internal injuries and was 

hospitalized in stable condition. 

NSW Maritime recreational 

boating general manager Brett 

Moore urged boaters to pay extra 

attention to safety rules over the 

Australia Day long weekend. 

"The tragic accident drives home 

the importance of safe boating 

during one of the busiest 

weekends on the aquatic calendar," he said. “All the state's major 

waterways will be patrolled by boating officers and police today as 

part of a boat safety crackdown”, he added.

ICS 210 (Summarized) 
It is a 4-hour course based on the ICS-300 course but condensed and 

focused on initial incident assessment, initial incident management 

and development and use of ICS forms. This course or the full ICS-

300 course is required for Auxiliary coxswains, , any member in the 

Trident Program or any other team/task force leader determined by a 

Coast Guard unit Commander to have a need. Previous messages 

required a completion date of 31MAR08 for all Coast Guard 

personnel including the Auxiliary. Realizing that the 31MAR08 

deadline has come and gone for ICS-210, the deadline for course 

completion was set to 31MAR09. The new deadline for completion 

for all applicable Auxiliarists is 31MAR09. Successful completion 

must be entered into AUXDATA which will be programmed to 

recognize the 31MAR09 deadline. Operational members who are not 

compliant with coursework requirements by the deadline will be 

placed in "REYR " and will not be issued patrol orders.
