North Americas 1st Female Ship Captain Dies at 93
02-25-09
Bangor, ME-Molly K. Carney, who as Molly Kool was the first
woman in North America to become a
licensed ship captain, has died at her home
at the age of 93. Known in Canada by her
maiden name, Molly Kool won her
captain's papers in 1939 and sailed the
Atlantic Ocean between Alma, New
Brunswick, and Boston for five years, a
friend said. Kool grew up in the village of
Alma, where she learned a love of the sea
and sailing from her father, a Dutch ship
captain. At 23, she made history by

Kool earning the title of captain, after the

09-19-1939 Canadian Shipping Act was rewritten to
say "he/she" instead of just "he”. She
overcame superstitions about women working at sea and won the
respect of her male counterparts as she sailed her father's 70-foot boat
in the dangerous waters of the Bay of Fundy. Kool also was well
known in the U.S., where she appeared on an episode of "Ripley's
Believe It or Not!" and was
flown to New York for the
show. Later, she married
businessman John Carney,
who bought her a boat,
which he dubbed the Molly e r
Kool. In a ceremony next |l - -
month according to her -

wishes her ashes will be =
spread in the sea off New -
Brunswick.

Man Dies in Boating Accident, 03-03-09
Auckland, NZ -A 68 year old man died after
his clothing caught in the rotating drive shaft
of his boat. Three men were fishing and had
decided to move to a more sheltered area when
they heard a bad weather forecast. As they motored to shelter their
boat they hit a rock near and began taking on water. The victim went
below to investigate the damage. He lifted the floorboards to get
access to the bilges and reached in to feel for damage. The vessel was
still in gear and the dive shaft was turning. He got caught on the drive
shaft and his head pulled under the water that had flooded in after the
collision. The man's friends tried desperately to cut his clothing to
free him but he was too entangled. Police and coastguard boats
arrived to find the man "firmly wedged" under the drive shaft with
his mouth below the water level. The injured man was taken to
Auckland Hospital where he later died

Three Sheets to the Wind

A sheet is a rope line which controls the tension on
the downwind side of a square sail. If, on a three-
mast fully rigged ship, the sheets of the three lower
course sails are loose, the sails will flap and flutter
and are said to be "in the wind". A ship in this
condition would stagger and wander aimlessly
downwind.
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Answer: B or D
D would increase your rearward speed so it might be inappropriate,
depending on the distance that remains to be covered.

ODU Uniform.
I received instructions to attend an AUX class in ODU
uniform. The letter stated wear ODU uniform "Pressed" and
boots shined. | understand the boots shined but | am
concerned, that with the nylon in the ODU uniform Pressing
may cause break-down. What is the official AUX policy on
"pressing” ODU uniforms?

Pressed simply means ironed. Walk around any sector office
and you will see neat wrinkle free uniforms with the pockets
flat including the cargo pockets. The ODU is made of a sturdy
material that can be pressed at the local dry cleaners as well
but usually just a few minutes with an iron on a steam setting
is enough to present a sharp appearence. CG -5421
recommends it not just for classroom situations but also
anytime where an Auxiliarist interacts with the public.
